Troop 919 Point System 

This is based on a whole year of activities so we need to split them in half for advancement.  Scouts will be required to get a minimum of 60% of the total points available before they will be eligible for rank advancement. 

1) Meetings 

43 total meetings available in 2006

1 point each

43x1= 43 points available

2) Camping

9 total trips since we don’t go camping in Dec. July or August. 

4 points each

9x4=36 points available

3) Summer Camp

8 points

4) Other Camping

JLT training, Religious Retreat, OA, etc. There are at least 4 opportunities each year. 

4 points each

4x4=16 pts available (these points are not included in the total)

5) Merit Badge College

Scouts must complete the program and earn the full merit badges they sign up for. Partials will not count.

4 points 

6) Service projects

These would include bell ringing, basket brigade, adopt-a-family shopping/delivery, projects for St. Catherine’s, beach clean-up etc. There are at least 10 opportunities per year for some kind of service. 

2 points each

10x2=20 points available

7) Other 

These would include anything extra the Scouts are asked to do extra,  “homework” they may be assigned, planning and executing an activity at a meeting or campout, etc. There will be at least 10 opportunities each year

1 pt each

10x1= 10 points available (not included in the total)

Adding these up it totals 111 points for the total year

111 / 2 = 55 points available 

55 x 60% = 33 points needed for advancement

Example for 6 months 

Scout attends ½ of meetings available (43/ 2 = 21 meetings)

21 x .5 = 10 x 1 = 




10   points earned



Does ½  of assigned work (10/ 2 = 5)

5 x 1= 






5     points earned

Attends 3 Troop campouts 

3 x 4 = 






12   points earned

Attends 1 extra campout 

1 x 4 = 






4     points earned

Does 5 service projects

5 x 2 =






10   points earned

TOTAL






41   points earned

I don’t think the above scenario is unrealistic. If you throw in Merit Badge College or summer camp the total will be even higher.  As you can see it is relatively easy to earn the points needed to be eligible for rank advancement.
